With this new system, in the not-so-distant future, you will receive an email containing your new login details 
for the Willoughby Foods ordering platform. This user-friendly system will allow you to order meals directly 
from Willoughby Foods, either on a weekly basis or for an ENTIRE TERM in advance.  
 

VERY IMPORTANT: 
There will be a deadline for meal orders, which will now be at midnight on the previous Tuesday. 

From September all orders and queries will be dealt with Willoughby Foods directly not the school office. 
 

For families eligible for Free School Meals, I would like to assure you that your child will continue to receive 
a free meal each day. For those whose children are not eligible for Free School Meals, the cost per meal will 
be £2.60. 
 

MAKING DINNERTIME food DELICIOUS and ENGAGING for children! 
 

I am excited to share some details about the meals your child can expect. Our new menus will operate on a 
six-week cycle, offering a wide variety of options to ensure that there is something different for every day of 
the term.
